Character Qualities 

Pray these character qualities into your life during your private prayer times. As you pray, focus on each quality and ask the Lord to show you examples when you have failed in these areas. Repent when the Holy Spirit convicts you. Speak out loud to your heart and say, “Hear me heart. From now on, I will walk in (character quality). Do not walk in condemnation, but be healed and become emotionally whole. Say out loud each quality and pray the definition into your spirit man. I suggest you take 1 page per day to focus on. You should get to the point where you actually can recall to memory each quality definition listed.

You are working on your integrity by praying these in, and like King David, you will begin to fashion for yourself a heart after God’s own heart. Examine and be honest with yourself and the check qualities with “Y” for yes (doing OK) and “N” for (needs improvement). Note the first experience or reason that comes to your mind of why you chose that answer for both “Y” or “N.”

____ Truthfulness – Learning to be a reliable messenger. Not misrepresenting the facts.

____ Obedience – Responding to the wishes of God and authorities. Learning the meaning of “no.”

____ Contentment – Learning to enjoy present possessions. Controlling curiosity. Enjoy alone time.

____ Neatness – Learning to organize and care for possessions. Attention to grooming.

____ Reverence – Respecting possessions of others. Giving honor to those in authority.

____ Forgiveness – Demonstrating Christ’s love toward another by not keeping a record of wrongs.

____ Gratefulness – Looking for ways to express genuine appreciation. Recognizing benefits given.

____ Faith – Confidence in God’s work. Visualizing God’s will and acting on it.

____ Attentiveness – Being in the present. Listening to the prompting of the Holy Spirit.

____ Security – Building affections around the person of Jesus Christ. Stability from harm.

____ Meekness –Yielding rights and possessions to God. Responding properly to anger.

____ Cautiousness – Gaining counsel before making decisions. Careful in situations of danger.

____ Patience – Learning how to wait to fulfill personal goals. Accepting difficult situations.

____ Dependability – Being true to your word even when difficult. Serving others consistently.

____ Determination – Giving whatever energy needed to complete a task.

____ Punctuality – Arranging my schedule around appointments. Showing esteem for others.

____ Loyalty – Adopting the wishes of those you serve. Standing by others when conflict occurs.

____ Compassion – Using words and actions to bring comfort to hurting.

____ Alertness – Paying attention to lessons and experiences. Forseeing danger and consequences.

____ Thriftiness – Not spending unnecesarily. Accomplishing the most with limited resources.

____ Responsibility – Assuming the protection of that which is entrusted to you. 

____ Virtue – Reproducing Christ’s character in yourself. Building personal moral standards.

____ Fairness – Looking at a situation through the eyes of each one involved. Giving proper reward

____ Tolerance – Responding properly to immaturity. Accepting others unique expression.

____ Joyfulness – Lifting the spirits of others. Being happy regardless of outside situations.

____ Discernment – Going beneath the surface of a problem. Detecting true wishes of others.

____ Wisdom – Seeing life from God’s perspective. Discerning false philosophies and rejecting it.

____ Diligence – Studying the scriptures for accurate insight and interpretation. 

____ Discretion – Responding to difficult situations w/ the character of Christ.

____ Self-Control – Obeying initial prompting of the Holy Spirit. Bringing thoughts under control

____ Endurance – Maintaining commitment under stress. Keeping focus on god’s objectives.

____ Deference – Limiting my freedom in order not to offend those God called me to serve.

____ Sincerity – Having motives that are genuine & transparent and benefit others lives. 

____ Generosity – Recognizing all possessions belong to God. Being a wise steward of money.

____ Humility –Recognizing my total inability to accomplish anything for God apart from His grace

____ Enthusiasm – Learning what attitudes and actions please God and becoming excited about doing them.

____ Initiative – Taking steps to seek God w/ all our heart. Responsibility for spiritual encouragement

____ Creativity – Finding ways to overcome seemingly impossible obstacles. 

____ Love – Giving to the basic needs of others w/o personal motive or reward.

____ Sensitivity – Exercising my senses to perceive the true spirit and emotions of those around me.

____ Decisiveness – Finalizing difficult decisions on the basis of God’s ways and will.

____ Thoroughness – Taking time and effort to validate facts before discussing a matter. Attention to detail

____ Courage – Basing words and actions on the basis of scripture. Demonstrating confidence. Taking stand.

____ Flexibility – Adapting my priorities to meet needs of others. Cheerfully changing plans when required.

____ Availability – Rejecting distractions that hinder me from fulfilling my responsibilities.

____ Hospitality – Providing an atmosphere that contributes to the growth of those around us.

____ Persuasiveness – Guiding important truths around mental roadblocks of listeners.

____ Gentleness – Responding to needs with kindness and love. Knowing what is appropriate to others.

____ Resourcefulness – Seeing value in what others overlook. Making wise use of things others discard.
