Prayer Guide-Revive Us For Your Name's Sake-April 18, 2006
" . . . And what will You do for Your great name" (Jos. 7:9, AMP)

	Saturday — Beg God for mercy and ask Him to forgive our iniquities, wickedness, and transgression of His commands for the sake of His own great name.
	"For Your name's sake, O Lord, pardon my iniquity and my guilt, for [they are] great" (Psalm 25:11, AMP).

	Sunday— Seek the Lord's forgiveness for the rebellion and loss of truth in North America by our not magnifying the Lord's name before men. Thank Him that He is faithful to exalt Himself and ask Him to save us that He might make His power known.
	"Our fathers in Egypt did not understand Your wonders; They did not remember Your abundant kindnesses, but rebelled by the sea, at the Red Sea. Nevertheless He saved them for the sake of His name, that He might make His power known" (Psalm 106:7-8, NASB).

	Monday — Pray asking for God's forgiveness for the profaning of His name that has been and is being done in the North American church. Ask God to do whatever is necessary to show the holiness of His great name to the nations by showing Himself holy through us before their eyes. Beg Him to do what ever is necessary to bring us back to Himself. Implore the Lord to revive us and penetrate North America with His gospel afresh.
	"I had concern for my holy name, which the house of Israel profaned among the nations where they had gone. Therefore say . . . 'It is not for your sake, O house of Israel, that I am going to do these things, but for the sake of my holy name . . . I will show the holiness of my great name . . . the name you have profaned among them. Then the nations will know that I am the LORD . . . when I show myself holy through you before their eyes" (Ezk. 36:21-23, NIV).

	Tuesday— Beseech the Lord to revive us that we may magnify and proclaim His name, glory, and excellence to our world.
	" . . . And what will You do for Your great name" (Jos. 7:9, AMP)?

	Wednesday — Thank the Lord for the promise that He will not abandon His people on account of His great name. Ask Him to work in us to make us a people holy for Himself. 
	"For the LORD will not abandon His people on account of His great name, because the LORD has been pleased to make you a people for Himself" (1 Sam. 12:22, NASB).

	Thursday — Implore God to hear our prayers for revival and awakening, to take action with us, and forgive our sins for the sake of His own great name.
	"O Lord, hear! O Lord, forgive! O Lord, give heed and act! Do not delay, for Your own sake, O my God, because Your city and Your people are called by Your name" (Dan. 9:19, AMP).

	Friday— Give thanks to the Lord for delaying His wrath and restraining it from North America because of His name's sake. Ask Him for the sake of His great name to help us humble ourselves, pray, and repent that He may hear, forgive, and heal our land.
	"For the sake of My name I delay My wrath, and for My praise I restrain it for you, in order not to cut you off" (Isa. 48:9, NASB).
